SUBJECT:      T-CLOCK and Safety Checks for the New Riding Season 
 

The new riding season has arrived !!!  We will all be pulling out our trusty steeds from their winter storage very 
soon, if we havenôt done so already.  However, before we head out on the road, I would like to present a few words 

of wisdom that I have learned from my predecessors.  

 
It is important to note that most bikes have been sitting for the entire winter. Before you take off for that day-ride 

jaunt or cross-country trip, letôs make sure the bikes are ready for the ride.  It may well be the most important time 

we spend with our bikes. 
 

First and foremost, PLEASE check your tire pressure, as well as the tread, and the general condition of your tires 

(for such things as dry rot cracks and sidewall cuts and splits).  This is extremely important to do, even before we 

take that ñquick little burst around the blockò.  Tires historically lose 5ï8 lbs of pressure during the winter storage.   
Remember that there are only those two little 4òx 6ò patches of rubber between you and the cold, hard, painful 

asphalt, so please make sure that your tires are properly inflated, with good tread, and in good condition. 

 
We also need to check out several other aspects of the machines, such as fluids, hoses, lights, controls, etc.  Below 

is a brief summary of the T-CLOCK inspection.  T-CLOCK  is an acronym that describes an overall safety 

inspection of the motorcycle. While this is a more extensive inspection than you might make at a rest stop, this will 
give you some guidelines of what you should be looking for to maintain proper operation of your motorcycle.  This 

is especially true at the beginning of the season, but also should be done before each ride. 

 

There are (3) formal T-CLOCK forms (one each for Bikes, Trikes, and Trailers) on our NH-E web-site.  You can 
locate them under the Education section.  You can also access it directly through this hyper-link:     

http://www.gwrranhe.com/Education.aspx      (hold Control + click on it). 

 
Here is T-CLOCK in a nutshell: 

 

T ï Tires and Wheels ï inspect condition of front and rear tires (pressure & tread), wheels, rims, bearings 

and seals. 
C ï Controls ï this covers the condition of levers, cables, hoses and throttle. 

L ï Lights ï inspection of lights, lenses, reflectors, wiring and headlight reflector; also, check the aim of 

the headlight (right/left and height). 
O ï Oil ï check levels and for leaks in engine oil, rear end gear oil, hydraulic brake fluid, coolant and fuel.

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C ï Chassis ï inspect frame, steering head bearings, swing arm and suspension. 

K ï Kickstand ï inspect center stand and side stand for cracks and bent parts.  Maintain proper tension on 
springs to keep stand in place when folded up. Also, make sure the engine stops with the bike in gear and 

the side stand extended. 

 

Again, the formal T-CLOCK forms have more extensive descriptions of the inspections suggested above, and I 
recommend using them. However, whether you use the T-CLOCK forms, or your own experience with your 

inspections in making sure your bike is ride-worthy, I encourage everyone to routinely go over your bikes (or have 

a mechanic do it for you if you are so inclined).  It will be well worth the time, effort and/or expense.
