Reminders of Road Hazards When Riding Early in the Season

I would like to take this opportunity to review some of the hazards that are out there for us motorcyclists early in
the riding season. Pleasedxtracareful as the streets arextra dangerous this time of yeaBome of the hazards
to watch for are:

1

Sand and icenelting chemicald Hitting a patch of sand, especially on a curve, can be like riding on
marbles. Please keep your speeds down, so that you can react and ymsitlmke in the most optimum
position on the road BEFORE YOU HIT THE SAND in order to minimize sharp or brisk turning actions.
(Additional tip: Take the time to thoroughly clean the chemicals off, under, and inside the bike as best as
possible to avoidorrosion of the bike parts)

Wet leaves, pine needles and stitckwhi ch are most l i kely Apastedo t
months.  You can slide on these just like sliding on ice (as | have proven to myself inwhéaled
vehicle).

Sticks and small tree limbisboth those on the roadway, which can roll and slide your tire sideways (a very
scary feeling and a very unsafe situation), and also the tree limbs that are hanging along the edge of the
roadway, which can hit the Rider, ®ider, and/or the bike itself, and send it out of control.

We all
know that ice can be deadly, and these frozen puddles can remakappess much longer thamou
